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1. Installing Cast-Control MediaCP

1.0 Operating System Compatibility
While Cast-Control will function fine on most operating systems, the following is a list of all officially
supported, tested and recommended operating systems:

Linux (Most Distributions supporting the LibC6 kernel)
FreeBSD 4 & 5 (6 & 7 will work with the FreeBSD 5 compatibility libraries)
Windows Server 2003 & 2008

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1.5 MediaCP Web Based Setup

1.5.1 Uploading & Extracting
First download and extract the latest version of the MediaCP.

cd /var/www/html/;

wget http://cast-control.net/files/MediaCP_latest.zip;

unzip MediaCP_latest.zip;

mv ./upload_and_rename/ ./mediacp/;

It is important to chown the directory to the same user account as your web server, for instance

chown ¢R apache:apache ./mediacp/;

You will then need to set the file & directory permissions:

cd ./mediacp/;

chmod CR 777 content;
chmod ¢R 777 temp;
chmod GR 777 logs;
chmod R 777 files;
chmod 777 database.php;

1.5.2 GUI Installation
Navigate to the URL that you have uploaded MediaCP too and follow the steps until you reach the

database installation.

You will now be prompted to enter critical details for use with cast-control panel including the
database connection and authentication details. It is important to ensure these are accurate.

The Path to RRDtools can be found by issuing the following via SSH.

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1.5.3 Scheduled Task Configuration
The scheduled tasks, or cron jobs are most important as the control the shoutcast process starting
and stopping among many other critical system tasks.

Generally you should install these under the user account used with your webserver, for instance
Gl LI OKSEéE-RR&NY dado BT &dzt |t 2N LKLY d9OESO A& O2y FA3dN
under that specific user.

To enter the crontab enter the following, replacind G NR 2 (G ¢ GSAGK &2 dzNJ dza SNY | Y S

1.5.4 Application Module Preparation
You will now be presented with a list of server software that can be configured with cast-control
MediaCP.

Please Note: Shoutcast will be automatically downloaded and configured for your system, if for
some reason this fails you can download the binary from www.shoutcast.com and upload the binary
to ./files/shoutcast/sc_serv. You must also chmod this file to 777.

1.5.5 Finalisation

The last step will attempt to download and install shoutcast than install the configurations for other
software you have selected, after this process has completed you can proceed to login to the control
panel.

Please remove the setup directory after installation!
