1.3 Windows Media Services configuration 
This assumes the following is configured before continuing: 

Á Active Directory 

Á Windows Media Services 

Á Certificate Services 

1.3.1 Install LDAP Config File 

If it does not already exist you will need to create an LDAP configuration file where PHP will look for 

it. The file needs to reside in C:\openldap\sysconf\ldap.conf. As far as I know this is a hard coded 

location and is not changeable. Make sure the following directive line is in this file: 

TLS_REQCERT never 

1.3.2 Obtain Certificate 

Á Open the CA application (an MMC snap-in: Programs->Administrative Tools-

>Certification Authority) 

Á Right click on the CA and choose "Properties" from the context pane. 

Á Click "View Certificate" to bring up the Certificate page. 

Á Click on the "Details" tab and then the "Copy to File..." button. 

Á Click "Next". 

Á Select the "Base-64 Encoded X.509(.cer) format" and click "Next". 

Á Select a name for the certificate (the name of the server with the ".cer" extension is a 

good choice) 

Á Click the "Browse" button to save the certificate to a location of your choosing. 

Á Click "Next" and then "Finish" to complete the export process.  
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1.3.3 Convert Certificate Format 

To convert the certificate from .cer to .pem format I used OpenSSL. (You can obtain this software 

from here: http://gnuwin32.sourceforge.net/packages/openssl.htm if you don't already have it.) 

 

Copy the certificate file you generated in the previous step to the machine on which PHP is running. 

Run the following command: 

\openssl x509 -in -out  

 

For example: 

C:\openssl\openssl x509 -in myserver.cer -out myserver.pem 

 

This creates the certificate file in a form that OpenLDAP can use. 

1.3.4 Install Certificate for LDAP 

Place the .pem file generated in the previous step in a directory of your choosing 

(C:\openldap\sysconf may be a good choice since that directory already exists.) 

 

Add the following line to your ldap.conf file: 

TLS_CACERT  

 

For example: 

TLS_CACERT C:\openldap\sysconf\myserver.pem 

 

This directive tells OpenLDAP where the certificate is so it can access it when needed. 

1.3.5 Active Directory Configuration 

You will be required to create an Organisational Unit for the purpose of your Windows Media 

Service customers. Under this unit you should also create a security group. Each customer will have 

their own windows account placed under this organisational unit and Security Group.

1.3.6 Windows Media Services Configuration 

You will now need to give the security group just created Read & Write access to your server in 

Windows Media Services to the WMS Publishing Points ACL Authorization. 

Open the MMC console for Windows Media Services and select your server from the left hand 

menu. Now on the right side select the Properties tab than Authorization. 

Right click WMS Publishing Points ACL Authorization and select Properties (also ensure this is 

enabled). Select Add than select Object Types.. and tick Groups. You should now be able to add your 

security group to the server and allow them to Read & Write (Not create). 
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1.4 Icecast 2 Installation 
1. Download and install Icecast to c:/icecast2/ 

2. During MediaCP setup you will be prompted for executable and share path: 

C:/icecast2/icecast2console.exe 

C:/icecast2/ 

 

1.5 Stream Transcoder V3 Installation 
1. Download and install Stream Transcoder to C:/stv3/ 

2. During MediaCP setup you will be prompted for executable path 

C:/stv3/ streamTranscoderUIv3.exe 

 

1.6 RRDTool Installation / Configuration 
1. Download and extract this file: http://www.gknw.net/mirror/rrdtool/rrdtool-1.2.30-bin-w32.zip 

2. Move the directory rrdtool/ to your hard disk, preferably c:/rrdtool/ 

3. Copy the 2 font files from c:/rrdtool/ into c:/windows/fonts/ to install the rrdtool fonts. 

1.7 MediaCP Web Based Setup 

1.7.1 Uploading & Extracting 

First download and extract the latest version of the MediaCP to your webserver, the latest version is 

available from your client area or http://cast-control.net/files/MediaCP_latest.zip 

1.7.2 GUI Installation 

Navigate to the URL that you have uploaded MediaCP too and follow the steps until you reach the 

database installation. 

You will now be prompted to enter critical details for use with cast-control panel including the 

database connection and authentication details. It is important to ensure these are accurate. 

 

The Path to RRDtools as installed earlier should be the following, unless you have specifically install 

this somewhere. Make sure you specify rrdtool.exe and not just the path. 

C:/rrdtool/rrdtool.exe

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1.7.3 Scheduled Task Configuration 

The scheduled tasks are most important as the control the shoutcast process starting and stopping 

among many other critical system tasks. 

If you are using Plesk than do not create the scheduled tasks through the control panel as it will 

not work as expected.  

1. Open the Scheduled Tasks folder as described in the following image: 

 

2.  Click "Add a new scheduled Task" 

This will open the scheduled tasks wizard, click next. 

On the next step you will be prompted to select an application, scroll down if necessary and select 

"Command Prompt". Click Next and where requested to enter a task name enter "CastQ Queue=1" 

which describes the purpose of this individual task. 

 

Click next, ignore the Start time on this page and click next once again. 

 

Enter "NT AUTHORITY\SYSTEM" or simply "SYSTEM" for the username field and leave Password 

BLANK . It is important to use the system account rather than a user account for permissions. 

 

On the final page, select "Open Advanced Properties when i click finish" and click "Finish". 
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3. In the "Run" field you will need to enter three main items as well as the task command, the 

following items should be replaced with their associated paths: 

{PHP} = Path to PHP, example: c:/PHP/php-cli.exe 

{PHPINI} = Path to PHP.ini, for example: c:/windows/php.ini 

{CAST} = Path to the root of cast-control, example: c:/Inetpub/wwwroot/ 

 

Please note it is important the above are correct, otherwise this will NOT work. 

 

Now that you have these values, you will need to enter the following into the run field replacing as 

implied above: 

{PHP} -c {PHPINI} {CAST}/scanner/cron.php auto=1 

 

For example, ours would look like: 

C:/PHP/php-cli.exe -c c:/WINDOWS/php.ini c:/Inetpub/wwwroot/scanner/cron.php auto=1  

 

It is often best to test this out in the command prompt so you can be assured it WILL work, so open 

Start -> Run and type cmd.exe. 

Once the command prompt window is open, enter the exact line you just entered into the scheduled

4. Select the Schedule Tab 

¶ Make sure "Daily" is selected 

¶ Set "Schedule Task Daily" to "Every 1 Days" 

¶ Click Advanced 

¶ Tick "Repeat Task" and enter "Every 1 Minutes" 

¶ Set Duration to 24 hours 

¶ Click OK twice to save and close the scheduled task. 
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1.7.4 Application Module Preparation 

You will now be presented with a list of server software that can be configured with cast-control 

MediaCP.  

Please Note: Shoutcast will be automatically downloaded and configured for your system, if for 

some reason this fails you can download the binary from www.shoutcast.com and upload the binary 

to ./files/shoutcast198/sc_serv.exe 

1.7.5 Finalisation 

The last step will attempt to download and install shoutcast than install the configurations for other 

software you have selected, after this process has completed you can proceed to login to the control 

panel. 

Please remove the setup directory after installation!
